INVESTIGA TION OF ADROWNING
By Lloyd W. Davis

Memorial Day of each year is generally the opening day for most private and commercial
swimming pools. It also brings with it a serious problem that faces all the parents who allow their
children to go to these pools without their personal supervision. The safety of their children. In
lieu of this personal supervision, parents rely on the owners or management companies of these
pools to assure that the pools are operated in such a manner that their children will be protected,
and the lifeguards are properly trained to save their children from water mishaps.

RecentlyDavis Investigative Services Waldorf, Maryland, was contracted by a local attorney to investigate the death
of anAfrican American nine year old male, who had drowned in a local, private, neighborhood swimming pool. On the
summer evening, selected youths from various schools, were participating in a celebration of thertSayige Program”.

The event was sponsored by several local middle schools, and the local counftys slep#rtment.

This was to be our first hurdle; realizing that most of the county personnel involved had already been advised not to
to anyone and to refer all inquiries to their legal staff.

Another one of our problems was that most of the interviews, which we needed, would be of juveniles, and their identit
are normally protectedlVe knew that our best resource for identifying the youths involved would be the other children an
their parents who were present at the event.

Our client had advised us that the decedent was not one of the students invited to this private functionhlacwever
arrived with his father and his sisterho was a member of the “Say Mo Drugs Program”. Even though the decedent’
father was advised, by one of the sponsor members that his son was not supposed to be athtbevpargilowed to
remain. Eventually the decedent was allowed to go into the ‘kiddie pool. Being a curious nine yeay thid degedent
ventured into the main pool about thirty feet awidye main pool had depths from two to eight feet and two life guard stands.

About thirty minutes before the two hour event was to end, the decedent was found at the bottom of the pool in five f
of water by a young female swimmeWith the assistance of another female swimney recovered him and brought him
to the deck before any of the three lifeguards on duty around the pool area, were aware there was a problem.

When the lifeguards did approach the decedent it was chaos, because none of the lifeguards wanted to start CPR wi
a face shield or a bag—valve—mask.

During our investigation, we later learned that one of the female lifeguards was alleged to have made several trips tc
guard shack to retrieve the first aid kit, which was supposed to contain the plastic mask. For some unknown reason the
mask was not in the kit. Several of the adult withesses, who had children attending the function, commented to the lifegt
nearest the victim “he’only nine years old” andfefed to provide CPR without the maSkeir offer was rejected by the
lifeguards and they were instructed to step back.

To begin with this type of investigation it was important to obtain copies of all police reports available and review the
thoroughly Normally the police reports would not be available to the public until the police agency responsible for th
investigation had completed their investigatidve, as investigators, are all aware it is sometimes months before we are
brought into a case, and the police should have generally completed their investigation by this time.

In cases where the police agency is involved in the function, like in our case, you may face some resistance in obtai
the assistance you would normally be given.

In this case the law firm had already obtained copies of the police report, and copies were provided to us. In preparir
begin our investigation we reviewed all the files available, outlined our investigation, and familiarize ourselves with all tf
witnesses that were located and interviewed by the police. In this case most of the witnesses interviewed by the pc
investigators were children, and the police agency blacked out all personal data, on their reports, before releasing any co
National and local data sources were checked for possible names of parents of the children listed. From the interviews o
children identified by the police, we were able to identify other children and adults at the party

No one was located who reported seeing the young boy going into the maidp@alult witness was located who
reported seeing the young boy playing a game in the pool, with older kids, such as climbing on their backs.

From the police report, it was determined that at the time of the incident, it was alleged that there were five lifeguards
duty. Two of the lifeguards reported that they were in the lifeguard stands at the time the victim was recovered from the pc
It was later learned that one of the lifeguards was in a lifeguard stand about twenty feet from where the body of the vic
was recovered.

Why did this tragic death occuk¥ho was responsible for this chi#dteath or was anyone responsiblégre the
lifeguards, and the company who provided the lifeguards responsible for the\Waattt® pool management compamiyo
had the responsibility of the everyday operation of the pool and who hired the lifeguard caeganysible for the death?

DHS Begins Collecting 10 Fingerprirgt from International Msitors at Dulles International

The U.S. Department of Homeland Security (DHS) is now collecting additional fingerprints from international visitors awiastgragton
Dulles Internationairport (Dulles).The change, said DHS in a release, is part of the Departggt'ade from two- to 10-fingerprint
collection in order to enhance security and fingerprint-matching accuracy

“Anyone whos watched the news or seen crimes solved on television shows can appreciate the power of biometrics,” said Homel
Security Secretary Michael Chertoff. “They help the legitimate traveler proceed more quickly while protecting their identity and enak
our frontline personnel to focus even greater attention on potential security risks. Biometrics tell the story that the unknown terrorist t
to conceal, and it causes them to question whether they’ve ever left a print behind.”

Department of State (DOS) consular officers and DHS Customs and Border Protection (CBP) officers collect biometrics — digi
fingerprints and a photograph — from all non-U.S. citizens between the ages of 14 and 79, with some exceptions, when they appl
visas or arrive at U.S. ports of enffjre Departmens’ US-VISITprogram checks this data against a joint Federal Bureau of Investigation
(FBI)-DHS watch list of criminals, immigration violators and known or suspected terrdvesish list data comes from several sources,

in particular the Department of Defense (DOD), FBI, DHS and other federal, state and local law enforcement agencies.

Checking biometrics against these databases helps officers make visa determinations and admissibility decisions. It also improve
departmens ability to compare a visit fingerprints against latent fingerprints collected by DOD and the FBI from known and
unknown terrorists all over the world.

Dulles became the first port of entry to collect additional fingerprints from visitors on November 29. Nine other ports of entry will begi
10-fingerprint collection during the next few months, and the 278 remaining ports will begin this process by the end of 2008. Tt
announcement is the result of an interagency partnership among DHS, FBI, DOD and DOS.

The next ports scheduled to collect 10 fingerprints from international visitors are: Hartsfield-Jataatan Internationalirport;
Boston Logan Internationalrport; Chicago O’Hare InternationAlrport; San Francisco Internationirport; Geoge Bush Houston
Intercontinentahfirport; Miami InternationalAirport; Detroit MetropolitanNayne Countirport; Orlando Internationdirport; and
NewYork’'s John FKennedy Internation&lirport.

The Secondmendment right to bear arms has rarely been considered by the Supreme Court, but this year the
Court is hearing a case that could become a Constitutional landmark. So it is nothing short of astonishing, and dispiriting
that the Bush Justice Department has now weighed in with an amicus brief that is far too clever by half.

The case concerns a D.C. Circuit decision that overturivgasaington, D.C., law denying a handgun permit to
plaintiff Dick Heller. Judge Laurence Silberman wrote for the majority that when the SAomgrtiment says “the
right of the people to keep and bear arms, shall not be infringed,” it means exactly that. He added that “the Secon
Amendment protects andividual rightto keep and bear arms” (our emphasis), and is not limited to people serving
in a modern “militia” such as the National Guard, as some gun-control advocates maintain.

The amicus brief filed by Solicitor General Paul Clement agrees with this part of the D.C. Circuit ruling. But then
it goes on a bender about violent felons wielding machine guns, urging the Supreme Court to reject the legal standa
applied by Judge Silberman. Instead, the SG invites the Supremes to hand down an elaborate balancing test that wo
weigh “the strength of the governmaemititerest in enforcement of the relevant restriction” against an indivgaigit
to bear arms.

This is supposedly necessary because of this single phrase in Judge Sith&8apagje ruling: “Once it is determined
— as we have done — that handguns are ‘Amef€rred to in the Secodnendment, it is not open to the District
tobanthem” (our emphasis). This has alarmed the lawyers at Justice, eliciting their dire warnings that somehow Judg
Silbermans logic would bar the regulation of M-16s, felons with guns, or perhaps even Sherman tanks.

This is bizarreThe key word in Judge Silbermaropinion is “ban.” His opinion readily concedes that regulating
guns and banning them are not the same. He explicitly notes that felons may be barred from owning guns withot
implicating the Secondmendment and points out that weapons of a strictly military nature are not encompassed by
the right to bear arms. Nothing in Judge Silbermapinion precludes reasonable restrictions on weaponry

More ominouslyif Mr. Clements balancing test were adopted by the High Court, it would be an open invitation to
judges nationwide to essentially legislate what is ot @wper regulationThe beauty of Judge Silbermarstandard
is that it carved out wide Constitutional protections for arms — such as “most” hand guns and hunting rifles — that
Americans now own and that might reasonably have been anticipated by the Founders. The Bush Justice Departme
is instead inviting the Supreme Court to uphold an individual right to bear arms in principle but then allow politicians and
judges to gut it in practice.

The District of Columbia has gued that it has a strong governmental interest in atogdrhandgun barfo
support its claims it has trotted out all manner of emotive appeals and dubious sociology to attenuate the right protecte
by the Secondmendment. Justicebalancing test would invite thousands of judges to allow fact-finding on the need
for gun control and then issue what would essentially be their own policy judgments. This is precisely the kind of
activist judicial nightmare that President Bush himself claims to oppose.

So why would his own Solicitor General do thi$® speculation in legal circles is that. blement is trying to
offer an agument that might attract the supportAsithony Kennedythe protean Justice who is often the Caurt’
swing vote. But this is what we mean by “too clever by half.” Justice Kennedy would be hard-pressed to deny that the
SecondAmendment is aindividual right, given his support in so many other cases for the right to privacy and other
rights that arer’even expressly mentioned in the Constitution. No less a left-wing scholar than Lalnibadeas
come around to the view that the SecAntendment protects an individual right for this very reason QWsment is
offering a needless fudge.

The D.C. Circuits opinion inHeller is forceful, clearly reasoned and Constitutionally sound. By supporting that
decision and @ging the Supreme Court to validate it, the BAdministration had the opportunity to help the Court see
its way to a historic judgment. Instead, it has pulled a legal Katrina, ineptly declining even to take a clear view of
whether Mr Heller's rights had been violated. It dodges that call by recommending that the case be remanded back t
the lower courts for reconsideration.

The SG$ blundering brief only increases the odds of another inscrutable High Court split decision, with Justice
Kennedy standing alone in the middle with his balancing scales, and the lower courts left free to disregard or reinterpre
what could have been a landmark case. Is anybody still awake at the White House?
