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Larsen: Real-life P.I. Work
Not Made for TV
The Daily Nonpareil, August 27, 2007

COUNCIL BLUFFS, IA - The Daily
Nonpareil ran a profile of private
investigator Dan Larsen, a former
undercover officer with the Council
Bluffs Police Department. In 1989,
Larsen opened his own PI firm,
Evidence, Inc. Much of his work
revolves around child custody cases.
One of the more interesting things
about the Larsen profile is his view of
TV. Larsen doesn’t think much of PI
shows that suggest the profession is
all about style, stealing records and
bossing police around. In fact, Larsen
spearheaded an effort opposing
“Snoops,” a 1999 David Kelly TV
show.
    Dan Larsen thwarted a pedophile.  It’s
one of the private investigator’s most
satisfying cases.
Larsen, a former undercover officer with
the Council Bluffs, IA Police
Department, took his skills to the private
sector in 1987 and opened his own
investigation firm, Evidence, Inc., two
years later. Most of his work involves
child custody cases, where he and his
partner Cindy Sorensen search for
evidence of parental incompetence.
     In one such case, a father hired the
detectives because he was concerned his
young son was allowed to spend
unsupervised time with his mother, who
had a pedophilic stepson.
     Larsen said the mother and victimized
son were in counseling. A mole inside the
counseling office fed the detective
information about the diagnosis and
treatment plan. The information indicated
the mother was to take her son to the
Pumpkin Patch to spend quality time.
   Surveillance revealed they never made
that trip. Instead they went to see
relatives, who were barred from seeing
the boy, and the mother took her son to
the mall, where he played video games
while she talked on the phone.
    Two days before the court date, we
told her we’d had her under surveillance
for about 18 months,” Larsen said.
Because she didn’t know what was on
the tape she decided to relinquish her son.

     “In these type cases, the children are
our clients,” Larsen said.  And because
of that, clients often don’t get their hoped-
for results. Larsen said it is not unusual
for an investigation to reveal that the child
is better off being with the non-client
parent.
     “That’s why we ask for a $1,000
retainer up front,” he said.  Those funds
help pay for surveillance equipment and
other high-tech gadgets. He and
Sorensen utilize specially designed vans
with video and sound equipment. They
also use a miniature camera that fits into
a screw or nail, perfect for in-room
spying.

     While some of the equipment is
“James Bond-esque,” Larsen said his
profession is not.  “It isn’t Tom Selleck
driving a red convertible with a blonde
next to him, trailing some guy through the
city with no lights turning red,” he said.
     He led an effort to get “Snoops,” a
1999 David Kelly-produced T.V. series
cancelled because of the way it portrayed
his profession. Larsen said it was a “T
and A, Charlie’s Angels-type show” that
showed private investigators telling police
what to do and staff stealing medical
records. The show ended after its first
season.
     Larsen has related to the media in
other ways, as well.  About a year and a
half ago, a Midwest television station
hired Evidence, Inc. to help identify an
employee who had been sending
threatening letters to management.
Sorensen, who is a criminal profiler, read
several of the letters and developed a
profile of the culprit. Larsen used the
profile to target a suspect.
     “We interviewed all the employees
and took DNA samples and fingerprints,”
Larsen said.

When the suspect came to be
interviewed, Larsen confronted him
about being the employee who sent the
threatening letters.
     After taking his prints and DNA,
Larsen offered to plead for the man’s
job if he would sign a confession right
then and get help. He declined, but when
Larsen returned the next day the
company president told him the
employee e-mailed his resignation.
     Larsen said he has to be careful with
some of the information he uncovers.  “I
get calls from people wanting to locate
an ex-wife,” he said.  He asks why they
want the information and then has them
sign a waiver. The waiver indicates if
Larsen’s firm locates the missing person,
it will either ask the missing person if it is
OK to give his client his/her contact
information or ask the missing person to
call his client.
     Larsen notes there have been
instances where private investigators
turned over missing information to clients
only to have them use it to kill the person.
He said in 1989, a man obsessed with
actress Rebecca Schaeffer obtained her
Hollywood address using a private
detective. Using the information, the fan
located Schaeffer and shot and killed her
when she answered the door.
     Evidence, Inc. hasn’t been involved
in any known homicide cases, but was
twice employed to investigate suspected
foul play when someone died. Neither
case resulted in any charges, but Larsen
has a strong suspicion one of the deaths
was a murder.
     “An Omaha police officer told me
Omaha has about 25 unsolved murders
each year,” Larsen said. “That’s a lot of
people getting away with murder.”
   Larsen would like to reduce those
figures.

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MOROCCAN ASSIGNMENT  -
                   THE ONE THAT GOT AWAY

           UK CASEBOOK

You could say that this assignment had
everything – a millionairess businesswoman,
a TV star boyfriend (and his male partner),
part of a film-crew shooting an action thriller
in Morocco. News of a serious road accident
hit the headlines in the UK as the high-
profile young lady had sustained massive
injuries, surviving after an emergency flight
to Casablanca. According to press reports,
she had been a rear-seat passenger with her
boyfriend and was thrown out of the open-
topped four-wheel-drive on to the desert road
when the vehicle skidded at 30 m.p.h. As a
final bizarre twist to the story, it appeared
the trio was en route to fly kites on a popular
beach.

Unconvinced by the press reports, and
suspicious, an elderly and seriously-rich
client engaged Mike Petchey and the pair
traveled to Morocco in search of the truth.
Discreet enquiries produced no recollection
of the accident and the search turned to the
popular kite-flying beaches but an interview
with the local gendarmerie again disclosed
no knowledge of the accident.

On the second day, Mike and client made a
visit to a police station in a souk (market).
This stood behind a seven-foot-high, iron-
barred gate and a quartet of undesirables
stood outside, unshaven, shifty-eyed, greasy-
haired and dressed in motley leather jackets.
They were the CID and it was the wrong
police station. A hazardous drive in a minute
taxi (no door-handles and an iron bar wedged
behind dodgy front-seats) conveyed the pair
to a succession of police stations. At the
fourth, a police officer had a remnant of the
case-file but the main file was in court
archives.

Another taxi-ride until the correct court was
located, a place in open quadrangle and in
desperate need of repair. What followed I
leave to Mike in his own words:

‘It was not necessary to understand the
language, to note the senior male swagger
as he bullied the women. We spoke with
him and others regarding our purpose and
were taken to a much cleaner, tidier room,
with gowned advocates quietly discussing

their matters. We were seated at a desk and
a few moments later, an immaculately-
dressed male entered and, following a brief
interview, a staff member entered and placed
the police file before us. My client took one
glance at it and somewhat gruffly stood up,
murmured ‘Merci’ and left, leaving the file
on the desk! When the door closed, I asked
him to explain his action, particularly as
we had the file almost within our grasp. “It’s
in Arabic” was his stunning reply. I advised
him that I would have it translated and we
returned and took it. From the court room,
we were directed to the photocopying room
– one photocopier and two females. Quite
keen to have possession of this file, the
solution to the exercise, I believed, I
watched the copier slowly producing page
after page, awaiting with increasing
eagerness our exit from this centre of Justice.

Back at base, I gained the services of an
excellent translator. The translation totally
disproved the press reports. The vehicle had
been traveling at well in excess of 30 m.p.h.,
had crossed the desert for quite some
distance and came to a halt on its side when
it struck a tree. Three tires were blown and
the female had been sitting in the back, not
with her boyfriend, who was sitting in the
front. There was no smell of alcohol on the
driver’s breath said the report. There was
no mention of a definitive alcohol or drug
test, although the report appeared most
thorough. One wonders who reported to the
press, when there were only three witnesses,
the driver, the boyfriend (both only slightly
injured) and the seriously-injured female.

I was instructed, subsequently, to learn any
details of a Hearing/Prosecution. The driver
was summonsed but failed to attend.
Although I informed the police of my
occupation, I received their fullest co-
operation and was not arrested. So much for
advice from a foreign colleague that private
investigators were not legal. Perhaps the
police turned a blind eye.’

Note:
I commend this as an example of Mike’s
persistence and determination, even though
the culprit escaped justice. Incidentally,

should ‘Petch’ attempt to dine out on this
adventure for the next year or so tell him
that you read it here first!

News from the United Kingdom of a
surveillance operation that borders on the
bizarre, and an exercise designed to trap a
vandal who had waged a three-year hate
campaign against a firm of funeral directors.
In order to catch the culprit, the intrepid
private eye lay in a body bag inside the
hearse watching live images from
surveillance cameras and on a computer and
saw Richard Bullen stab the tires of a car
with a woodwork tool.

The surveillance operation by security firm,
Storewatch, cost an estimated £4000 (about
$8000 US) and was launched on behalf of
Cooperative Funeral Directors in
Portsmouth, Hampshire,England. A court
heard that action by Bullen included slashed
tires and paint thrown over vehicles, causing
more than £100,000 damage.

The director of Storewatch  reported “our
guy would do three or four hours in the bag
at a time and then would have to take what
the Americans call a comfort break.  It was
all so covert that we did not even tell the
funeral firm what we were doing”.  Bullen
was fined £50 by the court on one charge of
criminal damage. In addition, he was handed
an anti-social behaviour order and banned
from going near the funeral parlour or the
homes of employees. A further ban was a
prohibition against carrying a bradawl which
was the implement employed to cause the
damage.

The punishment in this extraordinary case
seems unduly lenient. Perhaps a more
imaginative approach would have been to
order his confinement for a week or so in
the aforesaid body bag – subject to the
occasional comfort breaks of course. And
let us hope that the worthy  investigator was
given a bonus.

Over the sea and far away

   We were recently contacted by one
of our American clients. The company
was considering entering into a
business relationship with a European
company. They asked us to make
enquiries as to whether the company
was financially sound and whether it
had ever been involved in any matter
reflecting on its business reputation.
   Our inquiries showed that the
company whose name we were given
was not registered in the country in
which it was supposed to be operating,
nor had it ever been registered there.
     We continued to search under the
address we had been given where we
discovered a company registered by
someone who had the same name as
the CEO of the company name we
had been given by the client. The
address appeared to be both the work
place and residence of the man.
   Not what our client expected us to
find but it is probably fortunate for them
that they asked us to check before they
signed any agreement or parted with
any money.
   There are people who think that if
they try to make deals across borders
(the further away the better) they
cannot be found out if they are not
what they are claiming to be.
Fortunately we have an extensive
network that can defeat such attempts.
   Do contact us before you enter into
business with someone whose
reputation you do not know.

‘Shrinkage’
   Shrinkage is a rather delicate term
in use in the retail trade for the
disappearance of stock. If this is your
sector your book-keeping should tell
you what has been bought and what
has been sold. Stock-taking often
reveals that the amount of stock that
has gone is less than that which has
been sold. That is ‘shrinkage’. We
were consulted by a firm that had a

number of retail outlets about
‘shrinkage’ of some £250,000.00.
Our client gave us the total amount of
the missing goods. A specification
enabled us to pinpoint the sources of
the loss. We also obtained certain
other information. The specifics and
information were:

• Type of merchandise missing and
from which outlets it was missing;
• Names of the suppliers of the miss-
ing merchandise;
• Reactions from the local staff or oth-
ers (managers) when the shortages
were discovered;
• Any questions asked by staff or man-
agers when buying sources were
changed;
• Had anybody inside the organisation
suggested any resolution of, or misgiv-
ings about the shortages?

• When goods were delivered what
procedures were applicable? Had
there been regular shortages and if so:
1. what were the procedures;
2. had missing goods been supple-
mented without much trouble; and
3. who were the suppliers.

   Since there is always a possibility
of a combination of stolen
merchandise and stealing from the till
we also inquired whether or not there
had been any shortages of money in
the tills.
   Next to the ‘normal’ percentage of
shoplifting the specification revealed
that most of the losses were occurring
in the department selling toiletries and
beauty products and the most
frequently taken items were
expensive hairdressing preparations.
In order to pinpoint who in fact is
responsible for losses it is always
helpful to know whether or not the
employees enjoy a staff discount on
merchandise available and if so
whether there are any staff members
who do not avail themselves of this
privilege.

   Suggestions of bribery between
supplier and buyer did not emerge
during this inquiry. On the contrary, the
major suppliers in this sector seemed

to have a reputation for tight security.
It seemed that bribery, or “kick backs”
which was the term used when we
were making enquiries, were usually
only found in cash trade business and
as our client used central buying from
major suppliers this seemed to
preclude the phenomenon.
Furthermore the lifestyles of those
who were involved in the buying did
not suggest that they had more than
their legitimate income.
   The items taken were used by some
members of staff who had their own
hairdressing clients at home or at their
client’s homes during evening hours or
weekends. Even when these members
of staff had left the company or when
they were on maternity leave some
continued their ‘private’ trade through
former colleagues.
   The second important outflow of
merchandise was theft by staff either
for direct selling to family and friends
or in clubs and pubs, or for the supply
of merchants such as discount shops
and market traders.

Missing debtors

   We were recently contacted by
colleagues in the Netherlands to try to
find a couple who had left that country
leaving rather a large debt behind.
They were believed to be in the United
Kingdom. A court had issued a
judgement against the couple and
lawyers for the complainant wanted
to find this couple to be able to serve
the judgement and recover the debt.
We were able to find the couple in the
United Kingdom.
   Two months later we were asked
by a company in the United Kingdom
if we could find a missing debtor who
had disappeared in the opposite
direction - and we did.
   There are many people who think
that if they have moved on, to another
country, they will not be found but that
is not always the case. Our network
is worldwide.

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PIs Hired by Parents in India -
WeNews, August 20, 2007

     Arranged marriages continue to be
a popular tradition in India, with over 90
percent of men and women between the
ages of 17 and 25 in New Delhi and
Mumbai approving of them, according
to a survey by the Hindustan Times
earlier this year.The way these
marriages get arranged, however, in the
fast-changing urban centers–where a
rapidly growing economy fuels women’s
social mobility–are shifting with the
times.
     In the past, parents or relatives
searched their own social networks for
suitable prospects. Today family
members and prospective brides and
grooms themselves are often looking
online, at matrimonial Web sites.
     Sometimes these sites function as
casual dating services but people often
use them to look for potential husbands
and wives, and parents are also
becoming involved in the process. The
sites offer a convenient alternative to
the traditional matrimonial sections in the
newspapers.
     Since people who meet online know
little about each other–nor do their
relatives–the anonymity offers a huge
potential for fraud and deception.
     Bring on the detectives.... Private
eyes say the most common courtship
lies concern finances and past
relationships and that requests for their
services are steadily increasing.
Beyond the Rich and Famous
     “The number has almost doubled in
the last two years,” says Sanjay Singh,
CEO of the New Delhi-based Indian
Detective Agency. “Earlier it was just
high-profile and very rich families that
were engaging our services. But now
it’s mostly the middle class.”
     The number of premarital
investigations, say detectives, is higher
in arranged marriages, as opposed to
when the betrothed choose each other.
Most are driven by a booming online
matchmaking industry, whose value rose
to $22 million in 2006 from $14 million
the previous year, according to a trade
group report.

The total registration base of India’s
biggest online matrimonial portal
Shaadi.com was 9.1 million in January
and the site reported that 720,000
marriages were started by them.
Registration on another leading portal
BharatMatrimony.com over the years is
again nearly 9 million.
     “In the present society, it is very
necessary for the life and for the
security of a person to get some kind of
check done on a partner before
marriage,” says Prashant Rana,
marketing manager for Fireball
Investigation Services, a division of
Fireball Group in New Delhi. “But
people don’t have that kind of time and
resources to do a thorough check.”
     New Delhi has over a hundred
registered detective agencies and
thousands of smaller one-man shows,
and the Indian Detective Agency alone
receives at least 30 inquiries a week for
premarital investigations.
      Star ts the Screening Process......
Investigations typically take between a
week and 10 days and cost between
$125 and $1,250, depending on the
company and the depth of the
investigation. Often families or
prospective mates hire detectives for
the first part of the screening process,
when personal finances and character
are the chief considerations.
     The investigations are usually
undertaken only once, at the point where
the match is almost finalized, essentially
a last step before the engagement.
Considering that families now spend
anywhere from $12,000 to $25,000 on
a daughter’s wedding, the cost for a
seven-day investigation isn’t considered
too big an expense. Investigations are
very discreet; only the parents are
usually privy to the results, hence there
is no shame or taboo if something
negative turns up. Even if it’s all positive,
the fact that an investigation was
undertaken is not mentioned to anyone.
Investigators provide details about
previous and present relationships,
education, career and financial position.
The family is checked out, too.
     Experienced investigators,
pretending to be on some other mission,

get inside the house, talk to the family
and try to establish what kind of people
they are, how they treat others and, most
important, how they treat each other.
In order to do this, detectives follow their
subject’s every move. A team of several
people monitor their target for every
second of the seven or 10-day period,
dressing up as rikshaw-wallahs,
bouncers at a night-club or, as Rana
recalls, even a cleaner in their doctor’s
office.
   “It’ s human nature that within a span
of seven days, you’ll repeat every habit,”
says Rana. “If I have a girlfriend, once
a week, I’ll go see her. If I drink, I’ll do
it at least once a week. If I enjoy
partying and going to clubs, again, I’ll
do it at some point in the week. That’s
why we do our surveillance for seven
days. Within that time, we make the
report.”  “Just like in the movies,” he
adds.
Most Clients Ar e Brides’ Families
   Of the hundreds of cases that come
to him each month, Rana says 80 percent
are women or their parents who come
in to have their future spouses
investigated. This is due to the typical
arrangement for women in India, who
live with their parents until marriage and
then move in with their in-laws.
   Since women are required by tradition
to live with their husband’s family, some
consider it essential to know as much
as they can about the family they’ll be
spending the rest of their lives with.
Men, on the other hand, are only
concerned about past relationships and
find a lesser need to hire detectives.
   Regardless of the findings, the
investigation is usually kept secret from
the person being investigated. “It’s a
sensitive issue,” says Singh. “If your
prospective spouse finds out you’ve
been sending detectives after him, he’s
not going to like it. Simple.”
   If the investigation turns out well, the
woman and her parents proceed with
the match. If it does not, there is rarely
a confrontation, detectives say.
Matches can be blown when major
obstacles resurface from the past, or for
small transgressions, such as lying about

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Internet’ s ‘No. 1 spy’ turns up nothing but would-be scammers

There are dozens of ways to get information about people on the Internet. If Friendster, MySpace and Facebook don’t give
you enough dirt, there are private online detective services that ask for a small fee in exchange for a promise of a lot of
information on whomever you choose to investigate.

My editor, Michelle Holmes, asked me if I wanted to sign up for an online detective service to see how well they work. These
are the companies that claim to have information about anyone and everyone, and for a $29 fee, I too, would be able to
become an anonymous researcher with all the information about everyone in my world. I was hooked.  Michelle handed me
her credit card, and I signed up for Net Detective, a Florida-based company that claims to be the No. 1 spy on the Internet.
I eagerly got to work plugging in my name, excited to see what the rest of the Internet world could discover about me.

There was a slight problem, however. According to Net Detective, I don’t exist. I pouted for a minute, then plugged my
husband’s name into the spyware. His name, home phone number and address popped up immediately. I wasn’t too impressed,
as the same information can be accessed in the local phone book. Net Detective told me that my husband is single, despite
the fact that if I Google his name, our New York Times wedding announcement pops up and describes his occupation and
marital status. But apparently, Net Detective’s spy skills aren’t quite up to par with Google, as it had nothing else on my
husband and little on anyone else I tried.

For an extra fee, Net Detective said, I could get a better search. Sighing, I plugged in the credit card information again and
paid about $10 for the extra info. Still no luck. I couldn’t find any more juice than I discovered the first time.

Peter Psarouthakis, disciplinary chair of the National Association of Legal Investigators and third vice president of the
National Council of Investigation and Security Services, said he could have saved me my editor’s money.  “They call
themselves private investigators because no one owns the word like a trademark,” he said. “That is not investigating, in my
opinion.”

Psarouthakis said Net Detective appears to allow users to pay to search in their very basic database. If you actually find
anything in there, he said, “you have to be real cautious. I’d encourage your readers that while it’s easy to jump on your
computer and get the false sense of security, you really should be going to an expert to get the information.”
Unfortunately, Net Detective’s lack of talent wasn’t its only fault, as I soon discovered.

Several weeks after signing up for its services, my editor received her credit card bill. Net Detectives charged her again —
but no one had used the service. Later, I looked on the Better Business Bureau’s report about Net Detectives and discovered
that it did this to dozens of others.

But that wasn’t the end of my drama with Net Detectives. I started getting e-mails from people in Nigeria telling me they
needed my help to secure $8 million. If I helped them with a small amount of money, I could get a significant portion of the
cash. I also heard from a man who said he found a few boxes in Iraq that were filled with more than $10 million. For 10
percent of the money, all I’d had to do was help him get the cash back to the United States.

The e-mails came directly to my inbox, as they were mailed to dbraff@post-trib.com. But they all addressed me as Michelle
Holmes, my editor. By a simple connection of the dots, I figured out that Net Detective was either selling my information to
scammers, or trying to scam me itself, knowing I was dumb enough to sign up for their services in the first place.

According to the Indiana attorney general, companies are legally allowed to sell or give away my e-mail information as long
as their privacy policy permits it. So what Net Detectives is doing is allowed. I’m still angry, however, that the company
chose to give my e-mail address to people who were trying to steal my money.

One of those men was John England. I e-mailed England, who had requested help with the $10 million he found in Iraq. “How
did you get my e-mail address?” I asked him. “I really do not know why you are so interested about where I found your e-
mail address instead of talking about the deal, however, I found your e-mail address in an exclusive search from a Net
Detective’s search,” he responded via e-mail.....  I was right.

Indiana requires private detectives to be licensed, but an online detective is a different story. Numerous calls and e-mails to
the Net Detective CEO were ignored. So I guess I’ll do my own spying in the future.

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not romantically involved, however, the
parties cut their losses and move on.
   Ankita Kohli, 23, a single advertising
professional, disapproves of the trend.
“You’re starting the relationship by
questioning his very identity and then
keeping it from him,” she says. “Because
it’s a matter of life, take the control in
your own hands and do the investigation
yourself. There are so many ways of
finding the truth about a person; why trust
a second-hand source and risk your
relationship in the process?”

New Laws for
Security Guards,

Private Investigators
680 News, August 23, 2007

     Tough new regulations for security
guard firms and private investigators go
into effect starting today.
     The changes are the result of the 1999
death of Patrick Shand, who was accused
of shoplifting baby food . He died after a
violent brawl with an employee and
security guard at Loblaws in Agincourt
Mall.
     People previously exempted from the
private investigators and security guards
branch, (armored car guards, security
consultants, alarm installers and
locksmiths) all of whom will now have
to undergo regular training and testing.
That means thousands of security
personnel and hundreds of firms are now
signing up for retraining.
     There will now be at least two classes
of licensing under the Private
Investigators and Security Guard Act.
John Harborman, director of the Private
Security and Investigative Services
Branch, told 680News that personnel
who may need to use force on the job
will require specialized training.
     “(Training will cover) the use of force
and the use of equipment, such as batons
and handcuffs.”
     Sunil Ram runs his own security firm
and welcomes the tighter rules, but says
the cost could push some out of business.
     “What the training requirements are,
it may not be cost-effective for security
firms or private investigation firms to
continue business,” he said.

CANADA - Ontario has passed new
rules for private investigators and
security guards. The new rules will
affect armored car guards and security
consultants, alarm installers and
locksmiths, all of whom will have to
undergo the type of testing and
training that security guards and
private investigators always have had.
PIs and security guards now will face
two classes of licensing and those who
may have to use force as part of their
work will need additional training, as
well. PIs and guards annually will
have to renew licenses.

PIs Tape Athens Fires
WAFF 48 News, August 29, 2007

GREECE - A fire that destroyed the old
Butler Furniture building in Athens
was captured on tape by two PIs. The
tapes were brought into a local
television station and could eventually
become important in determining
whether the fire was deliberate or not.
Dwight Posey, II, and a fellow
investigator happened to be near the
fire when it was raging. They captured
approximately 11 minutes on tape, most
of it after the initial 911 call was made.

     Two private investigators in the
Athens area brought a tape to a TV
station there. It runs 11 minutes long,
beginning five minutes after the 911 call
was made. The two men happened to
be near the scene at exactly the right time
to capture this video from a camera inside
their car.
     Private investigator Dwight Posey, II,
says, “Well when we got here, there
weren’t really any crews that had arrived
yet. Once we got there, we just kind of
established a good point of view and got
to the back part where the fire was
actually going real good and just set up.”
Posey says they calmed a neighbor who
was afraid her house was going to burn.
Bright orange flames shot towards the
sky and firefighters roll up on the scene.
As each second of video is captured, the
flames keep getting bigger.
     Posey tells us his first thoughts while
shooting the blaze… it was hot being so
close, his second…“I thought it was really
nice. As a matter of fact, I have good
fascination with fire so I thought it was a
beautiful thing to get that close to and
view.”
     A good bit of rain Tuesday afternoon
added relief to burnt rubble, but

investigators can’t really get their hands
wet until that rubble has cooled down.
    The state fire marshal’s office, assisted
by ATF, is taking over the investigation.
State fire marshal Ed Paulk tells WAFF
48 News they’re interviewing potential
witnesses.
     They still have to define where the
fire started in order to find an exact cause
and they can’t start their major scene
work probably until Thursday.
   Investigators aren’t even speculating
whether the fire was intentional or
accidental; they say it’s too early to tell.

     Guards and investigators are also
required to renew their licenses each
year.
     The province indicated that it will
release more clarification on the changes
in the fall.

Attorney: Vandal Guilty
of “Felony Stupid”

Spokesman Review, August 24, 2007

COEUR D’ALENE, ID - Darren
Thiesen is a vandal who was caught
on tape breaking into and
burglarizing a Hayden private
investigations firm, Confidential
Investigations. Thiesen’s own
attorney has said his client committed
“a felony stupid.” Thiesen was
arrested for felony malicious injury
to property and felony burglary in
January, after surveillance tapes from
Confidential Investigations were
released to the media. The tapes show
Thiesen looking right into the
security camera and trying to paint
the lens.

   Caught-on-tape vandal Darren
Thiesen is guilty of committing “a felony
stupid,” his attorney told 1st District
Judge Fred Gibler during a sentencing
hearing this morning at the Kootenai
County Courthouse.
    Attorney Fiona Kennedy asked
Gibler to grant Thiesen, 24, a withheld
judgment for breaking into and
burglarizing a Hayden private
investigations firm.
      “I think this has been a big wake-
up call for him,” Kennedy said.
   Thiesen was arrested in January for
felony burglary and felony malicious
injury to property after surveillance
footage from Confidential Investigations
– with Thiesen staring directly into the
camera and trying to spray-paint the
lens – was released to news media.
     The felony burglary charge was
dismissed through a plea deal.
         Confidential Investigations owner
Erin Jenkins told Gibler the Kootenai
County Sheriff ’ s Department is
investigating a possible accomplice in the
crime.
     Gibler sentenced Thiesen to
supervised probation with a 4-year
prison sentence hanging over his head.
Thiesen was also ordered to pay
restitution for damage he caused and
spend 30 days in jail, with work release.

UK Home Office Appr oves
Regulatory Impact Assessment

For Licensing Private
Investigation

   UNITED KINGDOM - The Home
Office has approved a partial
Regulatory Impact Assessment (RIA)
for licensing private investigation agents.
The assessment has been published. In
essence, the RIA outlines the need to
license private investigation agents and
provides options for regulating the
private investigation industry
   The partial Regulatory Impact
Assessment (RIA) for licensing private
investigation and precognition agents
has been approved by the Home Office
and has been published.
   The Private Security Industry Act
2001 sets out under Schedule 2, Part 1,
that the Security Industry Authority , has
the remit to consider the licensing of
Private Investigation (section 4) and
Precognition Agents (section 4A).
   This consultation document sets out
the options for the future regulation of
the activities of private investigation and
precognition agents. The RIA illustrates
the need for licensing on the basis of
the potential harms posed by these
activities. It then shows different options
for regulation of one or both sectors to
address these harms.
   These range from doing nothing and
allowing one or both sectors to continue
to self regulate, to implementing a
licensing scheme with core competency
requirements attached. The RIA also
sets out the likely cost and benefits of
the options. The document seeks views
on all the options presented.
   The RIA is aimed at individuals or
companies operating within the Private
Investigation or Precognition Agent
sectors, their Associations, Agencies and
Forums. It is also aimed at purchasers
of these services; such as insurance
companies and the legal profession, and
the subjects of either activity. It will also
be of interest to other public or private
sector organisations with an interest in
the activities of private investigation or
precognition agents, or those individuals
or companies with a general interest in
the wider private security industry.
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DHS Announces Predeparture Screening of International Passengers
and First Step Toward Secure Flight

DHS - Office of the Press Secretary - Thursday, August 30th, 2007
(Edited for brevity and generic law enforcement pertinence)

     The U.S. Department of Homeland
Security (DHS) announced today steps
that will strengthen aviation security
through uniform and consistent
passenger prescreening against
government watch lists. DHS is
publishing two regulations which will
initiate these changes: (1)Advance
Passenger Information System (APIS)
Predeparture Final Rule, which enables
DHS to collect manifest information for
international flights departing from or
arriving in the United States prior to
boarding; and (2) Secure Flight Notice
of Proposed Rule Making (NPRM),
which lays out DHS plans to assume
watch list matching responsibilities from
air carriers for domestic flights and align
domestic and international passenger
prescreening. Both programs carry out
9/11 Commission recommendations.

 Congress mandated that DHS’ Customs
and Border Protection (CBP) establish
a requirement to receive advance
information on international passengers
traveling by air prior to their departure,
as part of the 2004 Intelligence Reform
and Terrorism Act (IRTPA).  Today,
CBP requires commercial carriers to
provide APIS and certain Passenger
Name Record (PNR) data arriving in
or departing from the United States.
The final APIS predeparture regulation
will require air carriers to transmit
manifests 30 minutes prior to departure
of the aircraft or provide manifest
information on passengers as each
passenger checks in for the flight, up to
the time when aircraft doors are
secured. Receiving both APIS and PNR
data at least 30 minutes before a plane
departs allows DHS to perform security
checks against federal watch lists prior
to passenger boarding, taking this
responsibility from carriers and
eliminating potential flight diversions due
to watch list concerns. For vessels
departing from foreign ports bound for
the United States, current requirements
to transmit passenger and crew arrival

manifest data between 24 to 96 hours
prior to arrival will remain unchanged,
but requires vessel carriers to transmit
APIS data 60 minutes prior to departure
from the United States. The APIS final
rule follows an NPRM published in the
Federal Register on July 14, 2006.

 With the publication of the NPRM,
DHS is also taking significant steps
toward the implementation of the Secure
Flight program, which would conduct
uniform prescreening of passenger
information against federal government
watch lists for domestic and international
flights. Currently, air carriers are
responsible for checking passengers
against government watch lists.

Under Secure Flight, the Transportation
Security Administration (TSA) will
receive information on each passenger,
as well as certain non-traveling
members of the public requesting
access to areas beyond the screening
checkpoint. TSA would determine if
passenger data matches the information
on government watch lists, and transmit
matching results to aircraft operators.
TSA will begin an operational testing
period this fall using data from air
carriers who volunteer to participate. Air
carriers will continue conducting watch
list checks during testing for domestic
flights, and TSA will compare the results
of its watch list matching with air carrier
results to ensure the validity of the
Secure Flight system. DHS encourages
the submission of comments on the
Secure Flight NPRM, and will publish a

final rule and other notices in the Federal
Register prior to implementation of the
Secure Flight program.

DHS plans to integrate the watch list
matching function for international
flights into Secure Flight, resulting in one
DHS system responsible for
prescreening all aviation passengers.
This system would provide air carriers
with consolidated data submission
requirements. This effort has been
overseen by the Screening Coordination
Office, created by Secretary Chertoff
last year, to coordinate and integrate
various screening efforts overseen by
DHS.
 
By establishing a more consistent and
uniform prescreening process, DHS will
strengthen a key layer of security,
enhance its ability to stop terrorists
before they get to the passenger
screening checkpoint, and reduce
potential misidentification issues.
Currently, any passengers who believe
they have been delayed or denied
boarding, entry into the United States
at a port of entry, or have been subject
to additional screening or inspection may
seek redress through the DHS Traveler
Redress Inquiry Program (DHS TRIP)
at www.dhs.gov/trip . DHS TRIP
provides a single portal for travelers to
seek redress for adverse screening
experiences and to resolve possible
watch list misidentification issues.
 
The APIS final rule and the Secure Flight
NPRM are currently available at
www.dhs.gov  and will soon be
published in the Federal Register. Once
published, persons wishing to comment
on the Secure Flight NPRM may access
the Federal e-Rulemaking Portal at
www.regulations.gov  and follow the
instructions for submitting comments.
Submissions must include the agency
name and docket number “TSA-2007-
28572.”

TSA will receive
information on each
passenger, as well as
certain non-traveling
members requesting
access beyond screening
points.

FBI ANNOUNCES THE
ARREST OF NEWARK

COMPUTER CONTRACTOR
FOR $10,000,000 MAIL FRAUD

   Newark - Pedro Ruiz, Acting Special
Agent in Charge of the New Jersey
Office of the Federal Bureau of
Investigation announced that Special
Agents from the Federal Bureau of
Investigation and Detectives from
Newark Police Department arrested
Michael Kyereme, age 40 of
Piscataway, New Jersey for Mail Fraud
under 18 United States Code Section
1341.
   Kyereme was an independent
contractor hired to provide information
technology support to the City of
Newark. As an independent contractor,
defendant Michael Kyereme was
responsible for assisting Newark
employees when computer problems
arose that required technical support or
“trouble-shooting” by a computer
technician. If it was determined that a
computer-related problem could not be
solved without outside assistance or a
replacement part, Kyereme was
authorized to contact Cisco Systems,
Inc., (Cisco) for technical assistance
and, if necessary, to request a
replacement part.
     Kyereme used his position as an
independent contractor to engage in a
scheme to defraud Cisco of money and
property valued at more than
$10,000,000. It is alleged in the complaint
that Kyereme would falsely claim that
certain Cisco parts in the City of
Newark’s computer systems were
malfunctioning and thus required
replacement. In response to these
numerous requests, Cisco sent
approximately 280 replacement parts to
Kyereme on behalf of the City of
Newark. Instead of installing these parts
in the City of Newark’s computer
system, Kyereme would keep the parts
and sell them to a computer reseller, and
keep the money for himself, while
returning parts of lesser commercial
value to Cisco. In all, Kyereme failed
to return 148 of the allegedly inoperable
parts to Cisco and of the approximately

132 allegedly inoperable parts he did
return to Cisco, only 33 of those parts
matched the type of part originally sent
by Cisco to Kyereme.

“The Lone Star” State
Passes Bill That Will Allow

Deadly Force
in the Workplace

Effective September 1, 2007, Texas
Senate Bill (“SB”) 378 will expand Tex-
ans’ legal right to protect themselves in
the workplace. Specifically, this new law
states that citizens have no duty to re-
treat from an intruder in the workplace
before using deadly force for means of
self-defense. In 1995, Texas legislature
created an exception to a 1973 statute,
which required that citizens’ retreat in
the face of a criminal attack. The ex-
ception permitted use of force without
retreat when an intruder unlawfully en-
tered someone’s home. SB 378 further
expands upon this exception by extend-
ing citizens’ rights to stand their ground
beyond their home into cars and work-
places. SB 378 allows the reasonable
use of deadly force when an intruder is
(1) committing certain violent crimes,
such as murder or sexual assault, or is
attempting to commit such crimes; (2)
unlawfully trying to enter a protected
place; or (3) unlawfully trying to remove
a person from a protected place. The
law also protects people who lawfully
use deadly force in those circumstances
by providing civil immunity in a conse-
quent lawsuit. However, the use of
deadly force is not lawful when it is used
to provoke or if a crime other than a
Class C misdemeanor is committed by
the victim.

Is someone recycling your
information?

   We are being encouraged to recycle
everything we possibly can – and so we
should. Much of what we recycle may
be reduced to its basic materials, but
other items may be put back into use.
   How does your company dispose of
computers that are finished with? Do
you let some second hand dealer have
them, donate them to some charitable
cause or third world project, or get rid
of them through the local authority
disposal service? Some companies
allow staff to take home computers they
have finished with. All of these methods
can be dangerous for your company if
you have not previously disposed of all
the information contained on them. They
can also be used by people engaged in
identity theft.
   There are professional disposal
companies. Though the safest way is
probably to deal with them in-house.
Burn or break-up the hard drive – in
which case your computers will only be
recyclable as basic material.

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House of Representatives Cracks Down
on Sale of Social Security Numbers

WASHINGTON, DC - A House of Representatives panel has approved a bill, called the Social Security Number Privacy and
Identity Theft Protection Act. The bill will mean that government agencies will no longer add SSN’s on identity cards,
medical tags, checks or other highly visible cards or tags.

The bill will also ban the sale of SSNs, with some exceptions. Those who oppose the bill point out that the new law needs
more exceptions for legitimate uses. Currently, SSNs can still be shared for health care, national security or law enforcement
purposes. However, opponents of the bill argue that exceptions should also be made for employee background checks and
private investigators, who under the new legislation, would have a much harder time getting SSNs.

 A House of Representatives panel on Wednesday approved a bill that backers say will help fix the problem of Social Security
number misuse and identity theft.  By a vote of 41 to 0, the House Ways and Means Committee voted for a 56-page bill that
the panel’s chairman, New York Democrat Michael McNulty, said would “stop giving access to our Social Security number
to every Tom, Dick or Harry who seeks it.”  The bill, called the Social Security Number Privacy and Identity Theft Protection
Act, was introduced earlier this week.

Some of its major components:

· A requirement that government agencies not include SSNs on checks, identity cards issued to government
employees, or medical tags issued to patients in government hospitals such as ones run by the Department of
Veterans Affairs.

· A broad prohibition on the sale or purchase of SSNs by private companies. There are exceptions, of course, for
areas related to law enforcement, “national security purposes,” “public health purposes,” tax enforcement, and for
a state or federal government agency (or contractor) that claims its research will help in “advancing the public
good.”

· A ban on the display of SSNs on “any card or tag issued” to provide access to “any goods, services, or benefits”–
which seems intended to sweep in employer ID cards, student and faculty ID cards, and cards issued by health
care providers.

· Criminal penalties for anyone who “possesses” someone else’s SSN with intent to commit a serious crime or sells
his own to, say, an illegal immigrant to use. Depending on the details, violations can be punished with one year to
five years in prison.

Is this going to go anywhere?

It could, but don’t bet on it.  Modern political history is littered with the corpses of proposals to slap rules on SSN use.
Here’s one we wrote about last year–and, yikes, here’s one from the News.com archives over a decade ago describing a
Dianne Feinstein proposal to “limit the commercial use of Social Security numbers.”

Privacy activists are sure to push hard for this one, as they have without success in the past.

Consumers Union, U.S. PIRG, and the Consumer Federation of America wrote a letter Tuesday to the committee saying
the “protections provided by the legislation will go far in deterring widespread and unnecessary sale, purchase, and display
of Social Security account numbers that contribute to the identity theft epidemic victimizing approximately 10 million
consumers annually.”

But, unless there’s some privacy equivalent of Chernobyl in the next few months, they may be outgunned by the usual
alliance of data warehousing firms, private investigators, and so on that oppose federal intervention. Jennifer Barrett, chief
privacy officer for data broker Acxiom, is already saying this legislation needs more exceptions for “legitimate” SSN uses,
such as employee background checks that Acxiom provides.
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In Ireland, Social Welfare Data Leaked to PIs Mean Big Fines
From-Independent.ie, July 16 2007

IRELAND - Irish social welfare officials who leak private information to PIs employed by insurance companies may face
fines of up to 100,000 Euros under newly enforced laws.

Under the Data Protection Act, employees convicted in the Circuit Court of sharing personal information face 100,000 Euros
in fines or face 3,000 Euros in fines if convicted in the District Court. An investigation by the Data Protection Commissioner
has found some recent leaks that could only come from welfare staff and the Department of Social and Family Affairs has
vowed to crack down on employees who abuse the laws.

SOCIAL welfare officials could face fines of up to €100,000 if found guilty of leaking information to private investigators
working for insurance companies.

The practice came to light during audits of two insurance companies, which revealed they had access to private data that
could only have come from welfare records.

Under the Data Protection Act, employees who pass on personal details of clients to others can face fines of up to €100,000
on conviction in the Circuit Court, or up to €3,000 if convicted in the District Court.

The Department of Social and Family Affairs confirmed that it had been made aware of the findings of the investigation by
the Data Protection Commissioner.

“Abuse or misuse of personal information is a very serious issue.  “The information passed to us by the Data Protection
Commissioner is being investigated as a matter of urgency.”  Although the department said it had taken strong disciplinary
action against staff who misused customer information, it declined to provide further details on what penalties would be
involved, or if staff would face prosecution.  Most of the department’s 4,000 employees have access to any individual’s social
welfare and employment records on the grounds that it is essential to their work.  They have to use a password to gain access
and a ‘digital footprint’ is left on the department’s computer system each time.

Association of British Insurers Issues Investigator Warning
CityWire, July 8, 2007

GREAT BRITAIN - This past week, the Association of British Insurers issued a warning to insurance companies, advising
them to check the credentials of hired private investigators to ensure that those investigators operate within the law. The
ABI, in conjunction with the PI industry and the Information Commissioner’s Office have developed guidelines that insurers
can use when hiring investigators.

Insurance companies should be careful they only employ private investigators that operate to high standards and within the
law, says the Association of British insurers.  The ABI has worked with the Information Commissioner’s Office and the
private investigator (PI) industry to publish guidelines on the use of PIs by insurers when investigating potentially fraudulent
claims.

The guidance covers when an insurer should consider using a PI, the importance of a formal agreement between the insurer
and investigator and the information that the insurer needs from the PI to come to a conclusion.
It also explains who has the right to see the information collected by the PI and how long it should be kept by the insurer.
Stephen Haddrill, director general for the ABI, said: ‘People rightly want to protect their privacy. Insurers need to balance
this with the need to expose cheating policyholders.

‘On occasions an insurer may need to use a private investigator if they suspect a claim is fraudulent. And insurers may
sometimes use tracing agents to find people who are due payouts from old policies.’

Identity Theft: One Step Forward, Two Steps Back

     On Monday, April 23, 2007, The President’s Task Force on Identity Theft an-
nounced a plan focused on combating identity theft at the federal level. The Task
Force was created in May of 2006 and consists of members of 17 federal agencies
and is co-chaired by Attorney General Alberto Gonzales and Deborah Platt Majoras,
Chairwoman of the Federal Trade Commission. The strategic plan focuses on im-
proving the effectiveness of identity theft prosecutions, strategies to enhance data
protection and assistance for consumers and businesses. The plan has already been
met with criticism that it will be an ineffective gesture that does not properly address
the common misapplication of Social Security Numbers or the rampant problem of
poor and inconsistent retail security across the country.
     This comes on the heels of a finding on a government web site that 38,700 recipients of grants from the Agriculture
Department have had their Social Security Numbers posted online since 1996 before they were recently found and
removed. In addition, testimony in Congress on April 19 berated the 2002 Federal Information Security Management Act
after the State Department received a failing grade for cyber security. In June of 2006, the State Department’s information
networks were breached with the assistance of an email attachment. The following October, hackers found their way into
the Commerce Department’s systems. With these breaches taking place, information security issues go beyond identity
theft problems and may become national security problems.
     Information security and identity theft continue to collect headlines, including the well-publicized discovery earlier this
year involving TJX Co., Inc., parent of department stores TJ Maxx and Marshall’s, among others. Hackers were able to
infiltrate TJX’s computer systems and steal over 45 million credit card numbers. This has been reported as the nation’s
largest ever breach of personal data. With this, TJX went to the top of a growing list of companies who have had informa-
tion stolen or compromised, including Choicepoint, Citigroup, DSW Shoes, and Boeing; and schools such as UCLA and
the University of Texas.
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WIN Past President, Philip Ryffel Receives warm reception
at Siberian Detective Association’s Conference

     In June 2007, I went for my first visit of the conference of the Siberian
Detective Association at Gorno-Altaisk, in the recreational area of the Russian
republic of Altai.
     Altai lies in the area of southern Siberia within the Altai mountain range and
boarders with Kazakhstan, China and Mongolia.  Because of its picturesque
setting, spectacular mountains, many lakes and rivers, the region has been given
the nickname of “Russian Tibet”.  Gorno-Altaisk is the capital of the republic
Altaisk with around 50,000 residents.  It represents approximately quarter of
all inhabitants of the republic.  Altaisk encompasses an area of 93,000 square
kilometres, while Siberia encompasses around 10 million square kilometres
altogether.

     I was invited to the conference by Alexey Tsherbenyov, who I first met
five years ago at a meeting of World Investigators Network (W.I.N.)  in
Zurich.  Since then, I have met Alexey a number of times again at W.I.N.
Meetings and now Alexey has become a member of W.I.N.’s board.
     After seven hours of flight, with stop-overs in Frankfurt and Moscow, I
arrived in Novosibirsk, the third biggest city in Russia after Moscow and St.
Petersburg.  I was picked up from the airport by Alexey with his Mercedes
he had purchased in Germany.  I found accommodation in the hotel Sibir,
where I had stayed five years before on business. Novosibirsk has developed
considerably since my last visit, the hotel was renovated and the city now
offered a new quality of life with many shopping and entertainment
possibilities.

     The next day we drove to Altai, where private investigators from
all over Russia had arrived.  I was fortunate to be given the help of
Natalie, a highly capable and charming interpreter from Novosibirsk,
who I depended upon, as of the 90 participants only a few spoke English
and I did not speak Russian.
     After I had given an introduction of our work in Switzerland, Alexey
explained the background of the Siberian Detective Association.
Because of Perestroika and Glasnost in the Soviet Union since 1987 it
was replaced in 1992 by the Russian Federation.  That year also saw
the regulation of the profession of private investigators in Russia, which
did not exist beforehand.  At the end of 2003, the association of Siberian
detectives was founded, which today has about 50 active members.

   In Siberia, the area of work the profession encompasses is classic investigative activities as well as activities in the security
business.  For example, the company MIG Security Services in Moscow employs a couple of thousand employees and
provides comprehensive security for foreign business people visiting Russia.  Against payment of a fee, it provides a 24 hour
hotline which can be contacted about any kind of security problems.
     During the subsequent banquet, tribute was paid for exceptional achievements.  According to military traditions, recipients
of medals put them into a glass of vodka and emptied the glass (leaving the medal of course) in one go.  In honour of those
officers who had served during a war, previous members of the military in the audience were asked to stand up.  80 Percent
of the participants stood up and  comrades that had been killed in action were remembered .
     I received a very warm reception at the meeting, indicated by repeated invitations to cheer together with a glass of vodka,
which was continued at breakfast the next day.
     In summary of my visit, I can say that existing friendships have been consolidated and I was able to make new contacts
as well.  W.I.N. has gained two new members with Mr. Chalin Nikolay and Mr. Pilnikov Gennady from Moscow, joining as
the result of Philip’s attendance.
